University of Houston-Clear Lake Psychological Services
and the UHCL faculty in professional psychology are
pleased to sponsor “Current Issues in Mental Health:
2008,” our eighteenth annual symposium. University
faculty along with other experts from psychology and
other relevant disciplines will present a range of topics
pertinent to general and school-based mental health
practice.

Professional psychology at University of Houston-Clear
Lake is comprised of three master’s programs: Clinical
Psychology, Family Therapy and School Psychology.
The Clinical Psychology program trains students in a
variety of adult psychotherapeutic and assessment
techniques including behavior therapy and expressive
therapies. The program is a member of the Council of
Applied Master’s Programs in Psychology. The Family
Therapy program emphasizes family systems theory and
family therapy techniques and is accredited by the
Commission of Accreditation for Marriage and Family
Therapy Education. The School Psychology program
offers training to prepare the graduate for certification as
a Nationally Certified School Psychologist and licensure
as a Licensed Specialist in School Psychology. It is an
approved program through the National Association of
School Psychologists.

The UHCL Psychological Services clinic provides training
for the three professional psychology programs by offering
psychological services to the public on a sliding scale
fee. UHCL underwrites most operating expenses of the
clinic, though additional funds are always needed to
supplement university funding. Receipts from this
symposium will allow us to continue offering reduced-
cost psychological services to the community and to
allocate money toward student scholarships.

The University of Houston-Clear Lake offers continuing
education for Licensed Psychologists, Psychological
Associates and Licensed Specialists in School
Psychology, Licensed Professional Counselors, Licensed
Marriage and Family Therapists, and Licensed Social
Workers. Attendance at the Day Program will earn six
(6) hours of formal CE credit. The Evening Program,
designated as Ethics continuing education, will earn three
(3) hours of formal CE credit. Attendance at both programs
will earn, therefore, a total of nine (9) formal CE hours.
Please note that information about mental health licensure
is requested for CE documentation. Certificates for
preregistered attendees will be distributed at the
conclusion of the program. It is the attendee’s
responsibility to pick up the CE certificate, as it will
not be mailed.
